HTML element reference

This HTML reference lists all HTML elements, defined in HTMLS or in a previous specification. When enclosed within angle brackets, they form HTML tags: <elementname>. Elements are entities specifying how HTML
documents should be built, and what kind of content should be placed in what part of an HTML document.
